This article deals with affectedness, a semantic category which underlies
particular syntactic phenomena determining syntactic rules and tendencies
but having no morphological markers, not unlike other covert categories. It is
relevant to direct object selection in various languages, be-passives and get-
passives in English, some types of impersonal sentences in Russian, etc.,
which reflects general typological patterns.
