FROM THE EDITORS

The expansion of the journal's volume has allowed for the inclusion of
multiple themes in each issue of the journal.

This issue of Slovo begins with two articles addressing problems that re-
quire not only innovative approaches and methods but also a paradigmatic
shift in research practices. The problems explored go beyond interdiscipli-
nary collaboration, demanding a transdisciplinary, synthesizing perspective
and new methods of interpretation and description.

The first theme is a novel interpretation of the future viewed as a unity
of the semantic model of perceiving the world and the mechanisms of its
production. This concept, recently proposed by Alexander Fedorov, is fur-
ther developed by Grigorii Tulchinskii, who presents it as the philosophy of
common cause.

In two other articles, the biologist Alexander Spirov and linguist Suren
Zolyan explore the potential of new linguo-semiotics and pragmatics. The
methodological foundation for this exploration lies in examining languages
that regulate the processes of the expression of genetic information, thus
marking a transition from the mere description of coding systems to the
mechanisms of their symbolic regulation. Notably, despite the fundamental
differences between the two themes — the future and the mechanisms of
expressing genetic information — subjectivity and agency remain key fac-
tors in both cases.

Given the novel and debatable nature of these articles, the editorial team
plans to revisit these discussions in future issues and welcomes feedback
from the readership.

This Slovo also continues the theme of “Linguistic mechanisms of social
interaction: politeness and anti-politeness”, featuring articles that were not
published in the previous issue due to the limited volume of the journal. The
thematic focus remains unchanged, as outlined in the introduction by the
guest editor of the second issue Maxim Krongauz.

The goals, objectives, and approaches of the section "Alternative histo-
ries of Russian verse studies" are outlined in the preface by its co-editors,
Kirill Korchagin and Vladimir Plungian.

The issue concludes with an article by Yana Dzhamalova, a young re-
searcher, who explores the ongoing interaction between philosophical and
literary approaches in the description of semantic complexes in literary dis-
course, a recurring theme of the journal.
