This issue continues to develop two thematic strands that are central to
the journal. The first, Words and Meanings, brings together four articles that
illustrate the diversity of methods and approaches used in the study of
meaning. At the same time, this methodological diversity reflects a shared
commitment to precision and analytical rigour, making it possible to pro-
duce comparable results. The second section advances a pragmalinguistic
perspective and focuses on markers of metacommunication. The contribu-
tions demonstrate how contemporary corpus-based and discourse-analytic
approaches, applied to a wide range of linguistic material ranging from eve-
ryday interaction to poetry, generate both quantitatively and qualitatively
insights in pragmalinguistics. As in the previous issue devoted to this field,
the section has been prepared under the guidance of the guest editor,
Dr Vladimir V. Feshchenko (Institute of Linguistics of the Russian Academy
of Sciences).
