EDITOR’S PREFACE

The present issue of Slovo.ru is devoted to the hermeneutics of the city
and urban space. In 2022, at the initiative of guest editors Professor Sergey
Avanesov and Professor Tigran Simyan, Slovo.ru published two thematic
issues under the title “The City in the Text and the City as Text” (2022, No. 4;
2023, No. 1). At the end of last year, our colleagues proposed to continue and
expand this line of research, this time focusing on the problems of interpre-
ting and understanding urban space as a whole, conceived both as a me-
dium of communication and as a site for the co-creation of multimodal se-
mantic ensembles (see: https:/ /journals.kantiana.ru/slovo/special-issues/).
This conceptual framework, as reflected in the articles selected for publica-
tion, enables scholars from various fields of the humanities to explore the se-
mantics of urban space from new perspectives, situating it in relation to the
diverse subjects of interpretation and the texts and symbols they generate.

Continuing the discussion of the relationship between words and mea-
nings, addressed, in particular, in the previous issue of Slovo.ru, this volume
includes an article by Alexey Koshelev on infants” acquisition of linguistic
meanings. Unlike the contributions to the earlier issue, this study emphasi-
zes not only the intensional aspects of meaning but also the rootedness of le-
xical semantics in the referential characteristics of words and things. The
forthcoming issue will pursue this discussion further, once again seeking to
clarify the interrelation between different aspects of the sign and processes
of sign formation.

Our sustained attention to the problem of the sign is also reflected in the
decision to mark the anniversary of Velimir Khlebnikov, a great magician of
the word. Appropriately, the issue opens with an article by the patriarch of
Khlebnikov studies, Alexander Parnis.

In conclusion, we would like to express our profound gratitude to the
distinguished philologist and semiotician Professor Tomas Venclova for his
many years of service on the journal’s editorial board. His intellectual sta-
ture and creative work exemplify the spirit of solidarity and collaboration,
embodying that distinctive Baltic accent which we seek to preserve in our
publication.

In view of the current circumstances, we also extend our heartfelt appre-
ciation to our colleagues working beyond Russia’s borders for their steadfast
commitment to the development of Slovo.ru: Baltic accent. We are deeply
aware that their professionalism and collegial integrity themselves may be-
come targets of aggression and blackmail — phenomena utterly incompatib-
le with the principles and ethos of the academic community.
